Assignment # 4
Applications of the Critical Thinking Domains to Your Discipline

In today’s assignment, you will work in one of 6 groups, each representing one of the following colleges:

Divide the class into seven main groups according to their declared/ desired major: 

a. Business

b. Arts/ Music

c. Science/ Math/ Engineering

d. Health Professions

e. College of Liberal Arts majors

f. Communication/ Journalism

g. Education

Each group will work primarily on the six CT domains not directly related to their studies. For example, Business majors would address all domains except mathematical thinking; Arts/ Music majors all domains except aesthetic and artistic thinking; CoS majors: all domains except scientific thinking; CoLA and Ed majors: all domains except social and ethical thinking; …. etc.

Each group is to come up with the following:

1. A clear explanation of the one CT domain that they consider closest to their “group discipline”

2. An explanation of how each of the OTHER six domains is useful/ necessary for their overall “group discipline”

3. An explanation of how each of the OTHER six domains is useful/ necessary for sub-disciplines (majors) within their group. For example, those in Science will then start to elaborate on the use of these domains in Chemistry vs. Biology vs. Physics, …etc.

4. A list of the CT domains prioritized in the order in which the members of the group perceive to be most useful/ pertinent to their overall broad field of study.

5. A critique of the Marshall Plan for their college/ group. Specifically, each group should be able to assess how pertinent the classes in their Marshall plan are to the CT domains.

Each group is to present their findings in an oral presentation not exceeding 7 - 10 minutes. The instructor can demand that all presentations be prepared in Powerpoint or using an overhead projector.
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
